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Abstract

This paper attempts to analyze issues of Australian Indigenous Education with a focus on
promoted state education, through researching AEA’s who have various, precious roles within
indigenous education. The role of AEA’s is unique. They are the go-between people for the in-
digenous students, the local indigenous communities and the schools. Their main duties involve
supporting indigenous students in the school system and integrating the local indigenous com-
munity and parents into the school community and environment.

The analysis was performed by conducting interview research work on three separate oc-
casions, collected in 2000, 2001 and 2005. These interviews were conducted with AEA’s, stu-
dents, parents and state government officers of New South Wales Department of Education.
The research outcome demonstrates that AEA’s have various important roles in the educational
setting ; especially important if the AEA is the only indigenous staff member in the school. On
the other hand, they face a lot of difficulties, e.g. conflicts between the students and the indige-
nous communities and the schools, overwork, isolation and so on.

The research also shows that even though the number of indigenous students has been in-
creasing in recent years, the number of AEA’s has not been increasing. This suggests the state
government does not pay attention to indigenous education as much as before. Furthermore, the
recent change in government education (both in state and federal government) makes AEA’s
busier and it influences their role from community based, which relates to indigenous commu-
nities and parents, to classroom based, which relates to improved basic literacy and numeracy
skills. This change influences not only the roles of AEA’s but also the future of the whole in-
digenous education.
